The 2012 PHC is unique in the sense that, the information collected will benusemhitoring and
evaluating theDevelopment Vision 202%or Tanzania Mainland and Zanzibar Development Vision

of Poverty (NSGRP) commonly known as MKUKUTA and Zanzibar Strategy for Growth and
Reduction of Poverty (ZSGRP) commonly known as MKUZA. The census will also provide
information for the evaluation of thdillennium DevelopmentGoals (MDGSs) in 2015. The Poverty
Monitoring Master Plan, which is the monitoring tool for NSGRP and ZSGRP, mapped out core
indicators for poverty monitoring against the sequence of surveys, with the 2012 Census being one of
them. Several of these coralicators for poverty monitoring will be measured directly from the 2012
Census. The census will also provide a denominator for the determination of other indicators such as
enrolment and literacy rates, infant and maternal mortality rates, unemployneesmadatthers.

The General Reporn Population Distribution by Administrative Uniis the first of a series of
publications planned for the 2012 PHC. The main purpose of the report is to give aggregated totals of
population by sex. The report will alsoopide number of households, average household size,
population densities, average annual ktinsal growth rates and sex ratios. Levels of aggregation
are national, regional, district council and wahhia.

Population density refers to the number of people living in a given area usually expressed as
people per square kilometre

Population growth refers to the change in population over time, and can be quantified as the
change in the number of individuals in a population using "per unit time" for measurement.

Population growth rate is the fractional rate at which the number of individuals population
increasesSpecifically, population growth rate ordinarilefers to the change in population over a

unit time period, often expressed as a percentage of the number of individuals in the population at
the beginning of that periodsrowth rate in this book is expressed as an exponential rate of
growth of population from year 2002 to 2012.
